We present a new form of carbon nano-structure possessing a remarkably low coefficient of friction, (μs = 0 +/- 1).  While the shape of these nano-structures has yet to be determined, we have successfully functionalized these nano-structures with a bio-polymer matrix to create a so-called “zero frictional matrix” (ZFM).  This ZFM has been successfully applied to a variety of surfaces, including steel, concrete, wood, and the bottom of skis/snowboards.  Prelimary data suggests this ZFM coating decreases the time required to finish a ski course by 8 +/- 10 %.  Our continuing efforts at synthesis of the ZFM-coated clothing are also discussed.
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
